of Michael's intervention, the A/has revised & pain management system getting rid of the "pain contracts" in favor of a
policy based upon informed consent and these pesctiow serve as a national model. As the leader of VMCA Michael
successfully negotiated the first ever VA medical cannabis policy in 2010 and has since overseen a very successful
nationwide effort to add Post Traumatic Stress as a qualifying condition statke medical marijuana access laws.
Currently Michael is a leader of the working group on medicinal access to cannabis in the final stages of the Critical
Review process of the World Health Organization Expert Committee on Drug Dependence. With ti&/NeDA’ s
educational programs an awareness emerged of VA doctor's lack of free speech necessary to recommend cannabis or
otherwise fill out forms for Veterans to participate in state medical cannabis access programs.
